Facial Rehabilitation Course

Course Description: A one day course for physical, occupational, and speech therapists who are interested in a one on one, hands-on seminar to learn about the examination, evaluation, and intervention techniques of facial rehabilitation. The course is designed for therapists that have limited to no experience in treating this patient population and who are interested in learning the optimal management for patients referred to therapy for facial rehabilitation.  

By the end of the course, the participant will be familiar with:

· the diagnostic criteria for the most common causes of facial paralysis (e.g. Bell’s palsy, Ramsey Hunt syndrome, facial nerve and skull base tumors)

· the appropriate measurement scales commonly used for measuring patients with facial paralysis (e.g. Sunnybrook Facial Grading Scale, FaCE instrument, eFACE)

· facial movement classification system, and appropriate facial rehabilitation strategies for non-surgical and surgical patients with facial paralysis

· indications for chemodenervation and facial reanimation surgery
